Disposal of Category 3 Pork and Pork Products

1. Background


This notice concerns the disposal of pork and pork products which can be shown to be unaffected by the present dioxin problem. There must be proof that the meat or the animals did not come from any of the farms where the contaminated feed was used. Category 3 animal by-products are parts of slaughtered animals, which are fit for human consumption, but are not intended for human consumption for commercial reasons.

Pigs and pork products known or suspected to have been exposed to dioxin are regarded as Category 1 animal by-products. Where the farm of origin cannot be established, pork and pork products must also be regarded as Category 1 animal by-products. A separate Trader Notice will be issued on the disposal of Category 1 material.

This notice is intended as practical guidance.  It is not a legally binding interpretation of the legislation, which is set out in Regulation (EC) No. 1774 of 2002.

2. Commercial Documents

The standard Animal By-products Commercial Document should be used. However, a Departmental Veterinary Inspector should endorse the document with the words ‘I am satisfied that the material referred to in this document only consists of Category 3 material’. The document should also be stamped, signed and dated by the Veterinary Inspector.  The above wording, stamp etc should be clearly legible on all 4 copies of the Commercial Document.
