Animal Protein Fertiliser Licence Conditions
Introduction

In accordance with S.I. 253 of 2008 a person shall not use a composting or biogas plant to produce a fertiliser or soil improver that consists of or is manufactured using processed animal protein (PAP) except under and in accordance with an ‘Animal Protein Fertiliser Licence’.  Processed animal protein (PAP) is equivalent to Category 3 meat and bone meal (Category 3 MBM)
The following conditions apply to composting or biogas plants that are producing organic fertilisers or soil improvers that contains processed animal protein (PAP). 
These conditions should be read in conjunction with the conditions for approval and operation of composting or biogas plants treating animal by-products in Ireland.

A. General Conditions

1. A composting or biogas plant using PAP as a feedstock must be approved in accordance with Article 15 of Regulation 1774/2002 and S.I. No 252 of 2008 as amended by S.I. No 291 of 2009 and S.I. No 345 of 2009. 

2. A composting or biogas plant using PAP as a feedstock must not be located on  land or premises where farmed animals are kept or to which they may have access. 

3. No Category 1 or Category 2 meat and bone meal may be used in the composting or biogas process.

B.  Transport of PAP

1. PAP must be sourced only from an approved Category 3 rendering plant or Category 3 MBM store.

2. All hauliers and receptacles used to transport PAP must be registered on the DAFF Transport Register.

3. PAP being delivered to the plant must be transported in covered, leakproof containers labelled on both sides with a permanent, prominent label that contains the following words “Category 3 material – not for human consumption”.

4. PAP may only be accepted into the Composting/Biogas plant provided it is accompanied by a fully completed Commercial Document.

5. Receptacles used to transport PAP must be cleaned and disinfected after each use by the haulier.

C.  Storage and use 

1. PAP if not introduced immediately into the composting reactor or biogas unit, must be stored in a secure and fully enclosed dedicated building. The building must be kept closed at all times other than during feedstock delivery or when other essential tasks are required.

2. PAP delivered to a composting or biogas plant may only be used in the same plant. Detailed records must be kept of the receipt and incorporation of the PAP into the composting or biogas plant process. PAP must be weighed and recorded in a ledger as it is incorporated into the composting or biogas plant process. 

3. Any PAP not used on-site must be dispatched to a rendering plant for re-processing.

4. PAP must not form more that 50% by weight of the total feedstock used at any time in the composting or biogas plant.

5. Organic fertilisers/soil improvers containing PAP may not be stored on livestock farms or farms where farmed animals may have access.

D.  Transport and Labelling of End Product

1. Organic Fertilisers/soil improvers containing PAP may be supplied in bulk or packaged.  If packaged, the packaging shall be clearly and legibly labelled with the name and address of the plant and shall bear the words:
‘organic fertilisers and soil improvers - contains meat and bone meal, (PAP) must not be used on land that at the time of spreading is covered with grass or any other material that will be used to feed animals’.
2. A commercial document must accompany all organic fertilisers/soil improvers supplied unless supplied packaged to final users other than business operators, and must bear the wording detailed in italics above.  (Trader Notice 01/2008 also applies)

3. A dispatch record which details the date of dispatch of the organic fertiliser/soil improver, the quantity of same and the name and address of the customer/end user must be maintained.

4. Where appropriate, customers must be registered as organic fertiliser/soil improvers end-users as detailed in Section 10.4 of the Composting/Biogas Conditions document dated 27th March 2009.

5. Receptacles used to transport organic fertilisers/soil improvers containing PAP in bulk must be cleaned and disinfected after each use by the haulier.

E.  Record Keeping

All records relating to points B, C, and D above must be kept on site for a minimum period of 2 years and must be available for inspection on request by an authorised officer from DAFF.
