Commission Regulation (EU) No 578/2010 of 29 June 2010

Commission Regulation (EC) No 1043/2005 has, at this stage, been amended on ten different occasions.  To avoid confusion for operators, references therein to the horizontal regulations on export refunds, certificates/licences and to the Commission regulations need to be updated while, in the interests of simplification and reduction of the administrative burden some of the existing provisions would benefit from clarification and amendment. 

Much of the amendments involve the simplification and amalgamation of articles that will not alter the meaning of the text.  

However the following amendments in particular should be noted:

· Article 23 – The security to be lodged regarding the application of refund certificates has been reduced from 15% to 10%.

A copy of the Regulation is attached with this Trader Notice.
