To: Trader taking part in the Export Refund Scheme

From the 27th November 2010 there will be a technical change in the way the Department calculates the refund amount due to traders. Instead of using the overall net weight figure which is entered in what was previously referred to as box 38 on the SAD, the Department will use the weight figure entered in box 44. As a weight is entered in this box for each licence used and there may be more than one item on the SAD, it is imperative that data is entered accurately. In particular traders should ensure the following;

· That the weight information is accurately recorded; 

· That the weight figure is recorded to the second decimal ie. it should not be rounded; and

· That the licence number is correct and referenced to the proper weight.

Incorrect weights or licence numbers entered in box 44 could lead to COMs and FR6/HR6s not coming up to weight, leading to delays in payments.

Furthermore, I would like to take this opportunity to ask traders to make sure that SAD COM numbers are only quoted once on a SAD EX Item and that weights are totalled per SAD COM. Duplicate SAD COM numbers on a SAD EX Item will cause payment delays.
