Trader Notice No. 01/2009 Rev1
Procedures for the Re-import into Ireland of Eligible Pigmeat and Pigmeat Products from Overseas Markets

This notice provides detailed instructions on the procedures for re-importing pigmeat and pigmeat products in overseas markets that may be eligible for assistance under the Pigmeat Recall Scheme. It should be read in conjunction with Trader Notice 01/2008 issued on 24th December 2008.

Products Re-imported from Outside the European Community (Third Countries)

All re-imports from Third Countries require a re-import licence which must be obtained in advance using the attached application form. The usual €100 fee for this licence is waived for consignments affected by the product recall. Applications for multiple containers can be accepted on a single application form provided they form part of a discrete consignment with the same origin and destination. Re-imported consignments may be forwarded to a coldstore or other premises appropriately approved by the Department, in addition to the premises of origin.

Applications for re-import will be accepted subject to the following conditions:

1) The applicant must be an importer registered with the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food.

2) The completed application form must be accompanied by:

a) One of the carbon copies of the original health certificate that issued with the consignment. Where this is not available a photocopy of the original health certificate officially endorsed as such by the officer that issued the original may be submitted. In cases where no health certification was issued at export, a copy of the other officially endorsed export documentation should be attached; and

b) A copy of the RG1 form confirming the status of the consignment for export refund purposes. All queries about the RG1 form should be addressed to:

Re-imports should only be landed in Ireland after a re-import licence has been issued.
The importer, or the agent of the importer, must provide a minimum of 24 hours advance notification of the date, time and place of re-importation to the approved Border Inspection Post (BIP) at which it is proposed to arrange re-importation by completing Part 1 of the Common Veterinary Entry Document (CVED) as laid out in Annex III to Commission Regulation (EC) No. 136/2004 and forwarding the original to the BIP concerned (please note that Part 1 of the Common Veterinary Entry Document must be completed on an original green version of the document which will be supplied by the Food Safety Liaison Division of the Department – any other version will not be acceptable). On presentation at the BIP and following an identity check an officer of the Minister will issue Part 2 of the Common Veterinary Entry Document (CVED) for the consignment.
Products Re-imported from Other Member States of the European Community
Re-imports from other Member States of the European Community do not require a re-import licence. However, the original commercial documentation pertaining to the consignment must be presented on re-import. Re-imported consignments may be forwarded to a cold store or other premises appropriately approved by the Department, in addition to the premises of origin.

Customs Control
Please note that all re-imported goods may also be subject to customs control. Arrangements should be made to notify the Irish Customs Authorities at the port of entry of the proposed re-importation to ensure compliance with customs control requirements. In the case of re-imports transiting other Member States, the applicant will be responsible for obtaining approval (if required) in respect of such transit from the Member State(s) concerned.

Documentation and Segregation at Storage Premises

Product re-imported into Ireland for destruction must be clearly identified as such at all times. Both PRS2 and PRS3 forms relating to this product must be completed under the supervision of an Authorised Officer of the Minister in advance of presentation for rendering.  All PRS forms relating to this product should be clearly marked with the letters "RE-IMP" in the top-right hand corner. Any product stored temporarily, must be physically segregated from other stock and marked as “RE-IMPORTED PRODUCT” so as to be clearly visible on its external packaging or container.
