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Pigmeat Recall Scheme 

Trader Notice No. 17/2009
Procedures for Lodging Claims in respect of

Uncontaminated and Unmarketable Product
1. Each application under this category will be considered on its merits and subject to the following objective evaluation criteria (in addition to the usual eligibility criteria concerning origin):

a) Evidence that product was produced within the allowable reference period: No compensation may be granted for products produced before 1st July 2007. Claimants are therefore required to produce documentary evidence that product was produced on or after 1st July 2007 and that it derives from pigs slaughtered no later than 6th December 2008.

b) Evidence of contracts:  Claimants are required to produce documentary evidence of contracts.  However, in circumstances where there is no documentary evidence of prior contracts, the Irish authorities may consider alternative evidence of intention to supply such as exchanges of correspondence with specific markets and buyers, regular patterns of trade over earlier years which are consistent with claims made.

c) Evidence of rejection of product:  Claimants are required to produce documentary evidence of rejection of product, whether specific to a consignment or blanket covering all production.

d) Evidence of efforts to find alternative markets:  Claimants are required to produce credible and authentic evidence of their efforts to find alternative markets.

All product claimed under this category must be supported by the foregoing documentary evidence. Payment will not be made in respect of product for which these requirements cannot be fulfilled.

2. Applicants who have already lodged claims involving pigmeat produced before 1st July 2007 should re-submit a fresh claim excluding this product on the PRS7 final claim form.

3. All applications must be received by this Department at its offices in Johnstown Castle Estate, Co. Wexford no later than Friday 13th November 2009.

Provision of false or misleading information

4. By signing the required forms the applicant confirms that all information is true and accurate to the best of his or her knowledge. Where, for the purposes of obtaining payment under this Scheme, the applicant or a person acting on his/her behalf knowingly makes a false or misleading statement or declaration, or includes ineligible material or withholds essential information, the claim in question shall be rendered ineligible for payment and the applicant may be precluded from making any further claims. A deliberate attempt to obtain monies by fraudulent means may render the applicant and any others involved liable to prosecution. 

Appeal/review

5. An applicant, who is not satisfied with the determination of the Minister regarding an application under this Scheme, may lodge an appeal to the Minister seeking a review of the decision.  The review will be a full and new examination of the matter carried out by a more senior member of staff of this Department.  The appeal must be made, in writing, within one month of the date of the decision.  The appeal must include the facts and contentions upon which the applicant intends to rely together with such documentary evidence that the applicant wishes to submit in support of his/her appeal.
