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Note: This acceptance will last for 5 years, after a period of 5 years on the list, it will
be required for companies to under go a renewal process which will include the
resubmission of the above data and evidence of having remained certified to the
relevant standards for the previous 5 years and evidence of having produced the
product to the agreed standard.
