Drawings to be submitted under the FWM, AES and DHS Scheme

1. Where Planning Permission has been obtained, a full set of those drawing submitted to obtain Permission shall be given with the application for grant aid. 

Note:  the drawings submitted for Planning Permission must show the outline of all underground tanks, and also the position of each external agitation point required in Specification S.123. (See 2(a) below).

2. Where Planning Permissions not required, the following drawings shall be given with application for grant-aid.

a) An accurate floor plan of each proposed structure, drawn to a specific scale, normally 1:200.  This floor plan shall show all significant dimensions: the internal width; internal length; width of each animal area; and width of feed passage.

The outline of all underground tanks associated with any building must be clearly shown, and dimensioned.  The exact position of each external agitation point must be shown.

Note: Clause 1.3 of specification S.123 must be followed exactly.  In particular, no grant-aid will be paid on nay new free-standing house with an internal agitation point.

b) A simple drawing of the section through each house shall be submitted, drawn to the same scale as the plan.  The height at the eaves should be dimensioned, but no other dimensions are required.

c) No elevation drawings need be submitted.
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
