Credit Union Direct Payments Scheme

Terms and Conditions

Payment Instructions: The member shall be responsible for ensuring the correctness and accuracy of all instructions for payment into the account. The credit union will have no obligation to check whether the name of the account or other information provided with the payment is correct. The member agrees that any incoming payment to the account is determined solely on the basis of the account number accompanying the payment. Where the account number is incorrectly stated on a payment instruction by the member or a third party, the credit union shall have no liability for the non-execution of the payment instruction to the account.

Disputes: In the case of a dispute between the member and the credit union regarding a transaction, the books and records kept by or on behalf of the credit union (whether paper, microfilm, by electronic recording or otherwise) shall, in the absence of manifest error, constitute sufficient evidence of any facts or events relied upon by the credit union in connection with any matter or dealing relating to the account.

Jurisdiction: These Terms and Conditions are shall be governed by, and construed in accordance with, the laws of Ireland and the courts of Ireland shall have exclusive jurisdiction to resolve any disputes in connection herewith.

Amendment of Terms and Conditions: The credit union reserves the right at all times to introduce new Terms and Conditions and to vary or amend the existing Terms and Conditions by giving notice thereof to the member by whatever means the credit union, in its discretion, deems appropriate. This may include post, electronic mail, recorded message, or advertisement in at least one national daily newspaper
Limitation of Liability:  The credit union shall not be liable for any delays, interruptions, errors or failure in the provision of the services which are outside the reasonable control of the credit union, including force majeure, failure or fluctuation of electrical power, industrial action, industrial disputes, breakdown or other malfunctions of telephone or technical equipment, including software.  

Termination:  The member or the credit union may terminate this Agreement at any time on notice to the other party.
