Eligibility for Extensive REPS Plan Format

With effect from 1 March 2003 REPS Plans for farmers whose farm enterprises meet with the criteria set out hereunder may be submitted in the new revised application form, REPS 1 2000 Ext, and plan format for extensive farming systems as set out at appendix 2 and 3 respectively. 

To qualify for the extensive plan format of REPS 2, the farming system must meet the following criteria;

· Planned stocking density must never exceed 1.4 Livestock units (LU) per forage hectare during the period of the scheme. In addition the total planned number of LU on the farm must never exceed 60 LU during the course of the contract. 

· Actual stocking levels during the contract period shall not increase by more than 10% or 2 LU whichever is the higher above the planned levels. Planned stock numbers should reflect the existing farming activity.

· maximum tillage area allowed during the contract period shall be 5ha.

· not be involved in any intensive farming enterprises.

· not be involved in the importing/exporting of farm wastes.

In addition the farmer must also agree not to exceed the following chemical N and P applications:

· Chemical Nitrogen Applications must not exceed 60 kgs for each livestock unit planned for the farm. In any case the chemical N applications must never exceed 100kg per ha on any individual plot area. 

· In all forage situations the Target index for chemical phosphorus applications is soil P index 2. The P maintenance requirement for index 1 and 2 soils shall be as follows;

Where buildup is required to bring soils from P index 1 to P index 2 an extra 10 kg/ha can be permitted. 

Where soil is index 3 or 4, no chemical Phosphorous is allowed.

For eligible farmers, all other Agri-Environmental Specifications for REPS 2000 must be adhered to.

Where any of the above criteria cannot be met during the contract period an amended plan conforming with the general plan format must be submitted at the anniversary with form 1C, provided the 1C is submitted on time.

Definitions

Forage area – shall be the forage area used for the purposes of calculating extensification payment. 

Tillage area – shall include all arable aid crops such as cereals, maize, linseed, oilseeds and protein crops. Areas of sugar beet and potatoes are also considered tillage area.

Total Livestock Units – Shall be calculated from the planned average numbers of livestock on the farm and the conversion factors given in appendix 4 of the specifications.

Stocking density – Shall be calculated by dividing the average LU on the farm by the total forage area. 

Intensive enterprises shall include pig, poultry, mushroom and commercial horticultural enterprises.

A valid application shall include the following documentation;

i. Completed original application Form REPS 1/2000 ext.*

ii. Completed original agri-environmental plan (extensive format)* including 

a. certified farm map or maps (including location map) 

b. original soil analyses reports with nutrient and lime recommendations

c. copy of most recent area aid application if there are parcels added/amendments to the most recent Area Aid application

d. Completed REPS 5V 2000

e. Completed REPS 60/95 2000

f. Completed Measure A or supplementary measure forms where appropriate. 

iii. Form REPS 1A (available from planners) shall be completed and signed in respect of lands leased and conacre lettings which are not eligible for payment under the Scheme.   

iv. Any other certificates, agreements and maps specifically mentioned in the Agri-Environmental Specifications relating to the Supplementary Measures.

*
