Payments to Bank Accounts by Direct Credit

YOUR QUESTIONS ANSWERED

Q1.
Why must my payments be made directly to a Bank Account?


As a result of EU Regulation 885/2006 all Scheme payments to farmers must be made into a Bank Account with effect from 16 October 2008.

Q2.
What do I have to do to have my payments paid directly to my Bank Account?


All you have do to is complete the authorisation form and forward it to: Direct Credit Section, Department of Agriculture, Food and the Marine, Farnham St., Cavan.
Q3.
What type of Bank Account can I have payments paid into?

You can have payments credited directly to an account in any Commercial Bank or Building Society.  A Credit Union account can also be used and you should use the specific Credit Union authorisation form which is available on this web site.
Q4.
What happens if I change my Bank Account Number?


You must notify Direct Credit Section, Department of Agriculture, Food and the Marine, Farnham St., Cavan in writing immediately.

Q5.
How will I know when the payment is made?

Even though your money is paid directly to your Bank Account the Department of Agriculture, Food and the Marine will still issue you with a remittance note through the post with confirmation of the payment.

Q6.
How will I know what the payment is for?

The remittance note issued by post will also contain details of the transaction/s.

If I have queries regarding the payment who should I contact?


Contact the Division of the Department to which the payment relates e.g. Single Payment/ Area Based (1890 200 506), On Farm Investment/ REPS (your local office), Forestry (053 9163400).
