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Registering as a supplier of organic seed on Seed Database 
(Explanatory Note) 
1. Introduction 
The general principle of producing organic food requires that seed and vegetative propagating material produced by the organic production method be used. A database has been developed (www.organicseeds.agriculture.gov.ie) providing details of seed and vegetative propagating material that is registered and available here in Ireland. Suppliers should register on this database varieties for which seeds (includes seed potatoes) produced by the organic production method are available. 

Suppliers will be required to update the information provided and must notify the Organic Unit, Department of Agriculture Fisheries and Food, Johnstown Castle Estate, Wexford of any changes. 

2. Conditions for registration 
The supplier must be able to: 

(a) demonstrate that he/she or the last operator, in cases where the supplier is only dealing with prepackaged seed or seed potatoes, has been subject to the inspection system referred to in Article 22 of Regulation (EC)No 834/2007; 

(b) demonstrate that the seed or seed potatoes to be placed on the market comply with the general requirements applicable to seed and vegetative propagating material; 

(c) make available all the information outlined at no. 3 below required under Article 22 of Regulation (EC)No 834/2007 and undertake to update this information whenever such updating is necessary to ensure that the information remains reliable or at the request of the Organic Unit, Department of Agriculture Fisheries and Food, Johnstown Castle, Wexford. 

3. Information 
For each registered variety and for each supplier, the database shall contain at least the following information: 

(a) the scientific name of the species and the variety denomination; 

(b) the name and contact details of the supplier or his representative; 

(c) the area where the supplier can deliver the seed or seed potatoes to the user in the usual time needed for the delivery; 

(d) the country or region in which the variety is tested and approved for the purpose of the common catalogue of varieties of agricultural plant species and vegetable species; 

(e) the date from which the seed or seed potatoes will be available; 

(f) the name and/or code number of the inspection authority or body in charge of the inspection of the operator as referred to in Article 22 of Regulation (EC)No 834/2007. 

The supplier shall immediately inform the Organic Unit if any of the registered varieties are no longer available. The amendments shall be recorded in the database. 

4. Seed Variety Registration 
The attached application form should be completed and returned to the Organic Unit, Department of Agriculture Fisheries and Food, Johnstown Castle, Wexford. 

• 1-11 of the attached application form requires basic details concerning the supplier. 

• In addition to these details, information regarding the seeds being registered by the supplier on the database is required categorised under 3 headings: Arable & Forage Crops, Horticultural Crops and others. 

Arable and Forage Crops 
1. In the first column please enter the reference number of your product. The reference number will not be shown in the database, but it is the ID of your product. 

2. In the second column please enter the species type. 

3. In the third column please enter the seed variety that you wish to register. 

4. In the fourth column, an “X” should be marked opposite yes if the product is available and ready for delivery. If the product is not ready for delivery please enter an “X” opposite no and a proposed delivery date is entered underneath. Please ensure that you do not enter an “X” opposite yes and a date. 

5. In the fifth column please state the country or region in which the variety is tested and approved for the purpose of the common catalogue of varieties of agricultural plant species and vegetable species. 

6. In the sixth column the inspection body, which has approved the product, is entered. 

7. In the seventh column – if applicable- please tick one of the boxes provided. 

8. For grass seed mixtures the composition of the product should be included in the final column. 

Horticultural Crops & Others 
1. In the first column please enter the reference number of your product. The reference number will not be shown in the database, but it is the ID of your product. 

2. In the second column please enter the species type. 

3. In the third column please enter the variety, which you want to register. 

4. In the fourth column, an “X” should be marked opposite yes if the product is available and ready for delivery. If the product is not ready for delivery please enter an “X” opposite no and a proposed delivery date is entered underneath. Please ensure that you do not enter an “X” opposite yes and a date. 

5. In the fifth column please state the country or region in which the variety is tested and approved for the purpose of the common catalogue of varieties of agricultural plant species and vegetable species. 

6. In the sixth column the inspection body, which has approved the product, is entered.
