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SCHEME FOR THE ALLOCATION OF MILK QUOTA TO NEW ENTRANTS

1. The Minister for Agriculture, Fisheries & Food recently announced his intention to allocate one quarter (0.25%) of the forthcoming 1% “Health Check” increase, which will be available from 1st April 2011, to New Entrants to Dairying. Applications are now invited from interested parties for allocations of quota under the scheme. The closing date for receipt of applications is 8th April 2011.
2. The Scheme provides for three New Entrant categories, namely,
(a) Brand New Entrant to Dairying – An applicant under this category must have no milk quota, nor have been a producer previously, either in his/her own name or jointly,
(b) Purchaser of Quota as a New Entrant through the Milk Quota Trading Scheme – An applicant under this category may be a milk quota holder, provided quota was purchased by him/her as a New Entrant in any of the Milk Quota Trading Schemes to-date.
(c) Purchaser of Quota as a Successor through the Milk Quota Trading Scheme – An applicant under this category may be a milk quota holder, provided quota was purchased by him/her as a Successor in any of the Milk Quota Trading Schemes to-date.
