
Information Sheet

(This is not a regulatory document and should be read in conjunction with the relevant regulations and scheme conditions. Please read full note at bottom of this sheet.) 

 

When will the scheme commence?

The Scheme will commence on Sunday December 21st, 2008. Pig meat from pigs raised in Ireland since at least the last two months before slaughtering and come from pigs reared on farms for which it is established that they have not been affected by feed contaminated by elevated levels of polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) only will be eligible.

 

 

What is the storage period involved?

Applications can relate to a storage period of 90, 120, 150 or 180 days.  A storage period of 60 days is acceptable if the product is intended for export.

Is there a maximum storage amount for the scheme?

30,000 tonnes is the total quantity for which contracts can be concluded. Contracts will be dealt with on a first come first served basis.

 

How long must I have been in operation prior to being eligible to partake in the scheme?

Eligible contractors must be in operation in the meat and livestock sectors for at least twelve months prior to signing a contract.

 

What are the rates applicable?
There are different rates applicable for the type of product and length of storage. Details are given in the annex to the regulation. 

 

Are there any charges for joining the scheme?
There are no charges, however a security equal to 20% of the value of the contract being applied for, must accompany the application.

 

 

How do I go about getting the cold store approved?

APS section have a list of cold stores approved by the Department of Agriculture, Fisheries and Food and can be contacted regarding same. 

 

Is there a minimum quantity that will form part of a contract?

Yes the minimum quantities per contract and per product shall be 10 tonnes for boned products and 15 tonnes for other products. 

 

When will I know that my contract has been approved? 

 The acceptance or rejection of a contract application will issue at the latest on the fifth working day following the date of receipt of the application and security.  

 

How long will be available to fill a contract?

The pig meat must be placed in store not later than 28 days after acceptance of the contract. The pigmeat to be stored must be derived from animals slaughtered for not more than 10 days.
 

Is there a minimum quantity that can be removed from store at any one time?

All withdrawals are subject to a minimum of five tonnes per applicant per store.  

In a situation where the remaining quantity per contract per store is less than five tonnes one further withdrawal is allowed.

  

Are there any penalties involved with the scheme?

Yes, these are detailed in the trader notice and regulation, and traders should ensure that they familiarise themselves with the scheme conditions.

 

What are the special conditions attaching to the storage if any?

There are a number of conditions relating to the storage, which are detailed in the Trader’s Notice.

 

Does the product remain the company’s property?

Yes.

 

Will I have to sign a contract?

Yes - a contract can relate to one product type only.

 

When is the earliest I can get paid?

If all contractual conditions have been fulfilled, payment will be made within 3 months following the date of receipt of the payment application, providing all required supporting documents have been submitted and are complete.
 

Will there be an opportunity to avail of advance payments?

Yes after three months storage, an applicant can apply for an advance payment accompanied by a security equal to 120% of the advance. The amount advanced shall not exceed the amount of aid due for a three month storage period.
