Fisheries Management Notice No. 26 of 2006

(Celtic Sea Herring By-Catch Notice)

I, John Browne, Minister of State at the Department of Communications, Marine and Natural Resources, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by section 12 of the Sea-Fisheries and Maritime Jurisdiction Act 2006 (“the Act”) and the Marine (Delegation of Ministerial Functions) (No. 2) Order 2006, hereby issue the following Notice:

1.
This Notice may be cited as Fisheries Management Notice No. 26 of 2006.
2.
This Notice comes into force on 1 September 2006.

3.
In this Notice:


“herring” means means Clupea harengus;
“specified area” means the Celtic Sea (ICES sub-areas and divisions VIIg, VIIh, VIIj and VIIk, as they are defined in Regulation (EEC) No. 3880/91 of 17 December 19911, as amended) or that part of the exclusive fishery limits of the State that lies south of the line of latitude of 52°30’ north;

“the specified period” means the period from 1 September 2006 until this Notice is revoked by a later Notice.

4.
An Irish sea-fishing boat, or a person on board that boat, fishing in the specified area, is prohibited, during the specified period, from:


(a)
having or retaining on board on any occasion between the hours of 00:01 and 23:59 of each day of a fishing voyage a quantity of herring caught in the specified area that exceeds 7.5 per cent by live weight of the total quantity of all species of fish included in the State’s fishing quota retained on board on that occasion, and 

(b)
having or retaining on board at 24:00 on each day of a fishing voyage or landing on any occasion a quantity of herring caught in the specified area that exceeds 5 per cent by live weight of the total quantity of all species of fish included in the State’s fishing quota retained on board or landed on that occasion.

5.
The master of an Irish sea fishing boat fishing in the specified area during the specified period shall, before each landing of herring from the boat, inform a sea fisheries protection officer of the time and location of the landing, whether inside or outside the State, and the quantity of herring concerned.

EXPLANATORY NOTE

(This note is not part of the instrument and does not purport to be a legal interpretation)
This Notice restricts, with effect from 1 September 2006, the amount of herring caught in the Celtic Sea (ICES sub-areas and divisions VIIg, VIIh, VIIj and VIIk) that Irish sea-fishing boats may have or retain on board or land on any occasion to 5 per cent by live weight of the total quantity of all species of fish included in the State’s fishing quota retained on board or landed on that occasion. However, between the hours of 00:01 and 23:59 of each day of a fishing voyage, Irish sea-fishing boats may have or retain on board 1.5 times this amount.
