Draft Fishery Harbour Centres (Fixed Payment Notice) Bye-Laws 2006
The Department of Communications, Marine and Natural Resources, wishes to announce a public consultation concerning draft Fishery Harbour Centres (Fixed Payment Notice) Bye-Laws 2006.
The Bye-Laws give effect to the recent amendment of the 1968 Act to allow Fixed Payment Notices (“on-the-spot-fines”) – with Fixed Payment of €150 – to be issued – in lieu of prosecution – for non-serious breaches of Fishery Harbour Centre Bye-Laws or Orders. Any comments or suggestions regarding the draft Bye-Laws should be submitted to the Harbour Master’s Office at Howth/Killybegs/Dunmore East/Ros a Mhíl/Castletownbere Fishery Harbour Centres ,or to the Department of Communications, Marine and Natural Resources, Fishery Harbours Section, Room 3.24, Leeson Lane, Dublin 2. Submissions should be clearly marked “Fixed Payment Notice Bye Laws”

The closing date for receipt of submissions is  9th November, 2006
