REASONS FOR DECISION:   THE APPELLANT WAS ORIGINALLY REFUSED A LICENCE FOR FAILING TO DEMONSTRATE THE REQUIRED TRACK RECORD FOR COMMERCIAL SEA FISHING AND FAMILY RECORD AND FAILING TO DEMONSTRATE OWNERSHIP OF THE VESSEL. 

I AM SATISFIED ON FOOT OF THE CERTIFICATION FROM THE COMMISSIONER OF OATHS THAT THE VESSEL “THE MERLOT” IS OWNED BY THE APPELLANT.

I AM SATISFIED THAT THE APPELLANT HAS DEMONSTRATED THE TWO YEAR TRACK RECORD OF COMMERCIAL SEA FISHING BY MEANS OF POTS IN THE IRISH INSHORE SECTOR IN ANY OF THE TWO YEARS PRIOR TO THE 1ST OF JANUARY 2003 AND HE HAS PRODUCED SALE DOCKETS AND REFERENCES FROM THREE ORGANISATIONS TO WHOM HE SUPPLIES PRODUCE TO SUPPORT SAME AND I AM SATISFIED THAT THE APPELLANT HIMSELF AND HIS FAMILY HAVE A SUFFICIENT TRACK RECORD IN THE FISHING INDUSTRY TO SATISFY THE CRITERIA UNDER THE SCHEME. 

IN THE CIRCUMSTANCES, THE APPEAL IS ALLOWED. 
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
