   REASONS FOR DECISION: The Appellant was originally refused a licence for failing to demonstrate the necessary track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots in any two of the five years prior to the 1st January 2003 and/or that he was unable to demonstrate a commercial sea fishing record in the Irish Fishing Industry by himself or his immediate family going back to 1990.   

The Appellant has failed to furnish any additional documentation.    The Appellant has been requested to furnish vouching documentation in correspondence dated the 11th November 2005, 12th December 2005 and 27th April 2006.   No response has been received.   The conditions of the scheme requires proof of track record and the Appellant has not taken the opportunities to furnish any additional documentation in support of his appeal.  In the circumstances I am proceeding to determine the Appeal without an oral hearing.
