REASONS FOR DECISION:   THE APPELLANT WAS ORIGINALLY REFUSED A LICENCE FOR FAILING TO DEMONSTRATE THAT HE WAS THE CURRENT OWNER OF THE BOAT IN RESPECT OF WHICH THE LICENSING APPLICATION WAS MADE ON OR BEFORE THE 18TH OF JUNE 2003 AND FOR FAILURE TO DEMONSTRATE THAT HE WAS NOT IN FULL TIME EMPLOYMENT OUTSIDE THE FISHING INDUSTRY.T

I AM SATISFIED THAT THE APPELLANT HAS DEMONSTRATED THAT HE WAS THE CURRENT OWNER OF THE BOAT IN RESPECT OF WHICH THE LICENSING APPLICATION WAS MADE ON OR ABOUT THE 18TH OF JUNE 2003 AND FIND SUPPORT FOR THAT CONTENTION IN THE SWORN DECLARATION AS TO OWNERSHIP MADE BEFORE A COMMISSIONER FOR OATHS ON THE 10TH OF AUGUST 2004. 

FURTHRMORE, THE APPELLANT HAS CONVINCED ME THAT HIS WORK AS A PHOTOGRAPHER IS NOT FULL TIME BUT PART TIME AND AS SUCH THE APPELLANT SATISFIES THE CRITERIA FOR ELIGIBILITY FOR A LICENCE UNDER THE SCHEME. 

THE APPEAL IS ALLOWED.
