DETERMINATION OF SEA FISHING APPEAL UNDER SECTION 16 OF THE FISHERIES (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2003

DETERMINATION:                 The Appeal is refused. 

DOCUMENTATION:       Notice of Appeal dated (22.07.04) with accompanying letter, copy initial application and Department file, correspondence, Section 14 Notice and reply thereto, and further correspondence. On the basis of the information available to me, I believe I can proceed to determine this Appeal without recourse to an oral hearing. 

REASONS FOR DECISION:  The Appellant was initially refused a licence for failing to demonstrate the required track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots and family track record.  The Appellant has furnished receipts from the South Coast Sea Foods Limited dated the 30.09.99 and from Bandon Fish Exports Limited dated the 19.11.02. Three unsigned dockets are furnished for the year 1999 and one unsigned docket is furnished for the year 1998. The Appellant has furnished a letter from Cooked Shellfish Limited dated the 07.03.05 and from Kilnfoot Trading Limited dated the 07.03.05. These letters indicate that he has been supplying Shellfish to these organisations from 1998 until the year 2003 and until the present date. 

The Appellant has not furnished any documentation to demonstrate a commercial sea fishing record (either by himself or his immediate family) going back to 1990. In the initial application form, the Appellant did not complete the Section at part B (B) relating to family fishing record. 

In the absence of any documentation or any details whatsoever regarding the family fishing record, or indeed the Appellants record going back to 1990, I cannot allow the Appeal.   

Accordingly the Appeal is refused.
