DETERMINATION OF THE SEA FISHING APPEAL UNDER SECTION 16 OF THE FISHERIES (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2003

   REASONS FOR DECISION: The Appellant was initially refused a licence for failing to demonstrate that he had a track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots in any two of the five years prior to the 1st of January 2003 and that he was unable to demonstrate a commercial sea fishing record by himself or his family going back to 1990.  The Appeal is allowed.    Furthermore it was also believed that the Applicant was in full time employment outside the fishing industry. 

I am satisfied the Appellant has demonstrated that he has the necessary track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots in any two of the five years prior to the 1st of January 2003 and that his family and himself have been involved in fishing going back to 1990.  The statutory declaration executed by the Appellant confirms the documentation which accompanies the Notice of Appeal.


The Appeal is allowed.
