DETERMINATION OF SEA FISHING APPEAL UNDER SECTION 16 OF THE FISHERIES (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2003

DETERMINATION:                 The Appeal is allowed.

REASONS FOR DECISION:   The Appellant was originally refused a licence for failing to demonstrate the required track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots and family record in fishing.  

The Appellant has furnished references dated 30.07.03 and 07.03.05 from Iasc Uí Mhathúna Teoranta together with receipts from Castle Bay Seafoods Limited. I note the details of the fishing record of the Appellant and his family as set out in the Department file and original Application. I accept that the Appellant and his family have the requisite track record for eligibility under the Scheme. 

Accordingly the Appeal is allowed. 
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
