   REASONS FOR DECISION: The Appellant was originally refused a licence for failing to demonstrate that he had a track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots in the Irish Inshore Sector in any two of the five years prior to the 1st of January 2003 and for failing to demonstrate a commercial sea fishing record in the Irish fishing industry by himself or his immediate family going back to 1990. It was also believed that the Appellant was in full time employment outside the fishing industry.  Furthermore, the Department had information to the effect that the vessel the Girl Caitlyn is in fact the Atlantic Drift and that boat continues to fish under skipper/owner David Browne.  

I am satisfied the Appellant has demonstrated that he has the required track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots in any two of the five years prior to the 1st of January 2003 and that he and his family have a commercial sea fishing record going back to 1990.  


The Appeal is refused as the Appellant has failed to furnish information to the effect that he is not employed full time outside the fishing industry and to address the issues with regard to the vessel the Girl Caityln. 
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
