REASONS FOR DECISION:   THE APPELLANT WAS ORIGINALLY REFUSED A LICENCE AS HE HAD A PREVIOUSLY REGISTERED VESSEL IN A SEGMENT OTHER THAN THE AQUA CULTURE SEGMENT SINCE THE 1ST OF JANUARY 1990. 

THE REGISTRAR GENERAL OF FISHING BOATS HAS CONFIRMED THAT THE FISHING VESSEL, THE MSV “ST ANTHONY” WAS REGISTERED IN THE POLYVALENT SEGMENT OF THE IRISH FISHING FLEET AFTER THE 1ST OF JANUARY 1990, WHICH REGISTRY WAS TERMINATED ON THE 7TH OF NOVEMBER 2001. IN THE CIRCUMSTANCES THE APPELLANT DOES NOT MEET THE ELIGIBILITY CRITERIA UNDER THE SCHEME, AND ACCORDINGLY THE APPEAL MUST BE REFUSED. 
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
