REASONS FOR DECISION:   THE APPELLANT WAS ORIGINALLY REFUSED A LICENCE FOR FAILING TO DEMONSTRATE THE REQUIRED TRACK RECORD OF SEA FISHING AND FAMILY RECORD AND FAILURE TO PROVE OWNERSHIP OF THE BOAT. 

I AM SATISFIED THAT THE APPELLANT HAS PROVED OWNERSHIP OF HIS BOAT ON FOOT OF THE RECEIPT FROM DELCRAFT LIMITED AND I AM SATISFIED THAT HE HAS DEMONSTRATED A SUFFICIENT TRACK RECORD OF COMMERCIAL SEA FISHING AND FISHING WITH POTS. I HAVE HAD REGARD TO THE LETTER WRITTEN BY FRANCIS O’DONNELL, SECRETARY OF THE CLEW BAY OYSTER COOPERATIVE SOCIETY LIMITED IN RESPECT OF THE APPELLANT’S INVOLVEMENT WITH THAT SOCIETY SINCE 1979. THE APPELLANT HAS SET OUT VERY FULLY HIS INVOLVEMENT IN THE FISHING INDUSTRY ON FOOT OF A LETTER DATED 04.08.04 AND IN ALL THE CIRCUMSTANCES I AM SATISFIED THE APPEAL SHOULD BE ALLOWED. 

THE APPEAL IS ALLOWED.
