DETERMINATION OF THE SEA FISHING APPEAL UNDER SECTION 16 OF THE FISHERIES (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2003

   REASONS FOR DECISION: The Appellant was originally refused a licence for failing to demonstrate the required track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots and family record in fishing   

The Appellant has furnished a letter with his Notice of Appeal stating that following the oil spillage in Bantry Bay in 1979 he had no option but to go fish farming. It appears that he has been engaged in fish farming until 2003.   

The Appellant has failed to demonstrate a track record of  commercial sea fishing by means of pots in the in shore sector in any two of the five years prior to the 1st of January 2003 and has failed to demonstrate a commercial sea fishing record by the Appellant or his immediate family going back to 1990.   

Accordingly the Appeal is refused.   
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
