DETERMINATION OF SEA FISHING APPEAL UNDER SECTION 16 OF THE FISHERIES (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2003

APPELLANT:                          Tom Naughton, Ref No: 142.

DETERMINATION:                 The Appeal is refused.
DOCUMENTATION:               Notice of Appeal dated 09.08.04, copy initial application and Department file, Section 14 Notice to which no reply was received and correspondence.
REASONS FOR DECISION:   The Appellant was originally refused a licence for failing to demonstrate the required track record of commercial sea fishing by means of pots and family record and also failed to demonstrate that he owned the vessel and was in possession of same on or before the 18th of June 2003.  

In the initial Licence Application form the Appellant provided no details at Part B relating to his fishing record or his family fishing record. A further request was made for information by letter dated the 8th of June 2003. It appears no details were furnished. Following refusal of the Application an Appeal was lodged. No documentation was furnished. Again a further request for information was made by way of Section 14 Notice dated the 21st of February 2005. No reply was received. An earlier request for comments on the Departmental file dated the 28th of October 2004 received no response. 

No documentation has been furnished at any stage demonstrating a track record of fishing by means of pots commercially or a family track record in fishing. No documentation has been furnished relating to ownership of the boat as of the 18th of June 2003.  

Accordingly the Appeal must be refused. 
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
