To: Operators of all approved meat establishments

Subject: Export of beef to the Arab Republic of Egypt
This is to inform you that agreement has been reached with the veterinary authorities in Egypt on veterinary health conditions for the export of beef from Ireland to Egypt.
The salient features of the agreement are as follows:
· The meat must be derived from animals that are aged not more than 48 months in the case of boneless beef or not more than 30 months in the case of bone-in beef
· The meat must consist of bone-in forequarters or hindquarters in the case of bone-in beef, or deboned special cuts in the case of boneless beef – offal is not permitted

· The meat must be derived from animals from farms where there is no restriction or surveillance zone due to notifiable OIE listed diseases for the bovine species
· The meat must be derived from animals from herds within which no case of BSE has been recorded for the past 7 years before the date of slaughter
· The meat must be slaughtered and cut (if applicable) in one of the following establishments which have been specifically approved by the Egyptian veterinary authorities: Kildare Chilling Company (EU No. 268), Dawn Meats (Exports) Ltd. (EU No. 350), Dawn Ballyhaunis (EU No. 364), Liffey Meats Ltd. (EU No. 325) and Kepak (Clonee) Ltd. (EU No. 317)

· The Egyptian authorities have indicated that the approval of either of the Dublin Mosques based at Clonskeagh and the South Circular Road is required regarding Halal certification

Copies of the new certificate, printed on the special security stationery, will be made available to certifying officers through the usual channels.
