To All Food Business Operators at Approved Meat Establishments

Subject: Further Amendment to point 4.1 of all Russian Certificates in the case of heat treated animal products
Further to Trader Notice MH 04/2011 on the Amendment to point 4.1 of all Russian Certificates, we wish to advise you that the Russian Federal Service for Veterinary and Phytosanitary Surveillance, Rosselkhoznadzor, has now informed the EU Commission that the wording ‘excluding Bulgaria’ should no longer be added to Russian certificates for the export of heat treated animal products.

However the position relating to raw meat products remains the same as that outlined in Trader notice MH 04/2011, i.e. until further notice, Russian certificates for raw meat issuing from this Department will be amended to clearly contain the wording ‘excluding Bulgaria’ in brackets, upper case and bold font at the end of the sentence in point 4.1 of the Cert, i.e. it will appear as:

“EXCLUDING BULGARIA - за исключением Болгарии.” 
The official veterinarian will also stamp and place his/her signature beside point 4.1.
