Subject: Export of beef and beef offal to Tunisia
Background: From 1st July the age of BSE testing of bovine animals in Ireland was raised to 72 months, except for casualty animals where BSE testing is required at 48 months.  
This is to inform you that the veterinary authorities in Tunisia have agreed to accept the raising of the age limit above which healthy slaughter animals must be tested for BSE from 48 months to 72 months, in respect of consignments of beef and beef offal destined for Tunisia with effect from 29 August 2011.
The veterinary health certificate for the export of fresh/frozen bovine meat and offal to Tunisia has been amended accordingly.

Copies of the new certificate, printed on the special security stationery, will be made available to certifying officers through the usual channels.
