Trader Notice MH 09/2008

To: All Approved Meat Establishments 

Subject:  Compliance with Council directive 98/83/EC on the quality of water intended for human consumption.

This is to remind all approved meat establishments that all water used in the manufacture of food or for washing food surfaces or equipment must comply with COUNCIL DIRECTIVE 98/83/EC of 3 November 1998. Only Laboratories that are approved by the Department, and that use an approved method, should be used for testing. 

This Directive can be found in OJ L 330, 05/12/1998 p. 0032 - 0054, or by using this link to Directive 98/83 which was transposed by into Irish law by the European Communities (Drinking Water) Regulations, 2000, (SI 439 of 2000). Attention should be drawn particularly to the requirement for surface water to be tested for Clostridium perfringens (including spores) as per 98/83/EC, Annex II, 1 Check Monitoring.
