To: All Meat Establishments approved for export by the Russian Federal Service for Veterinary and Phytosanitary Surveillance. 

Subject: New conditions for Shipment of meat between Ireland and the Far Eastern region of the Russian Federation.

The Federal Service for Veterinary and Phytosanitary Surveillance has notified the Department that they have accepted a new list of approved premises for the export of boneless beef to Russia. This will allow loads to be assembled at stand –alone cold stores provided the meat originates from an approved plant.

The Federal Service have advised us that the form to notify shipments to the Far East region of the Russian Federation must conform to model below.

The form should be completed (apart from the sequential number in column 1) by traders sending shipments to the Far East region of the Russian Federation. A copy of the form should be e-mailed to rfnotification@agriculture.gov.ie. The Department will add the sequential number and send the form on to the Russian authorities
