SPECIAL NOTICE on Reconstitution Grant Scheme restriction
From 1st June 2009 grant aid will no longer be available to cover the cost of restoring any plantation damaged by Fire or by Wind-blow.   For this reason forest owners are advised to have their plantations insured against these hazards.  Insurance cover should be arranged with any commercial insurance company of your choice but only a limited number of companies specialise in insuring forestry and farming assets.  Your forestry contractor / company may arrange this or may have insurance included already if you have a management contract with them.  

The reconstitution grant scheme will continue to be available to finance the cost of restoring plantations damaged by other hazards including disease and frost damage. 

The terms of the Afforestation grant scheme – which covered the cost of the original planting – requires that the owner must reconstitute the plantation if it is damaged.
